· Internships will be available in most majors supported by Augustana.  Students who have previously participated in this program have had majors in chemistry, biology, pre-med, pre-vet, business administration, psychology, communication sciences and disorders, and art.  All students interested in any aspect of health care are invited and encouraged to attend.  

· One-on-one mentoring relationships can be established in clinical or research medicine, any area of allied health, as well as in human resources, pastoral care, and clinical ethics.   

These internships will necessitate residence in Houston at Rice University.  Three required Spring Seminars will be provided on the Augustana campus before the beginning of the residential program in Houston.  Three required follow-up seminars will also be held: two during the summer and one in the fall term following TMC-SRIP.

Summer Research Internship Stipends:  $3800


From this amount, approximately $1800 will be deducted for housing.  

Students will pay their own transportation and meals.
